Uniform Standards

1. General: When you wear your uniform you represent the Green Terror Battalion, the Reserve Officer’s Training Corps, and the United States Army. Keep your uniform neat and wear it with pride.


No part of the uniform distinctly belonging to the U.S. Army may be worn with civilian clothing. Likewise, no civilian clothing items may be worn when in uniform. The issued uniform will be worn complete unless otherwise directed. An exception to this is safety equipment required by law or regulation, such as motorcycle helmets.

2. PT Uniform: The uniform consists of the issued gray t-shirt, black shorts, white crew socks, reflective belt, and running shoes. The commander may supplement this uniform at times with the gray long sleeve t-shirt as well as the warm-up jacket and pants.

3. BDUs - Men and Women: The BDU is the standard camouflage uniform that all soldiers wear.

a. Boots will be highly polished in garrison.

b. Army black wool socks, brown t-shirts, and black belt and buckle will be worn with the BDU uniform.

c. BDUs may be pressed. All pockets will be buttoned and pants bloused at the top of the boot. When the field jacket is worn, it is worn zipped and buttoned.

d. Subdued unit patches and tabs will be sewn to the sleeves of the shirt and jacket with black or OD thread ½ inch below the tip of the shoulder seam and centered. The Green Terror Battalion patch is worn on the right sleeve and the Cadet Command leadership patch on the left.

e. U.S. Army and name tapes will be sewn immediately above the breast pockets of the BDU shirt and field jacket. The tapes will be 4 ½ inches long or extend to the edges of the pocket flap. The U.S. Army tape goes above the left breast pocket and the name tape above the right.

f. Subdued qualification badges (airborne, air assault, etc…) are worn ¼ inches above the U.S. Army tape.

g. Rank and ROTC collar insignia are worn as shown in the illustrations.

h. The BDU cap will be worn straight on the head so that the cap band creates a straight line around the head parallel to the ground. The cap will be worn so no hair shows on the forehead.

i. Cadet Officers will wear non-subdued insignia of rank on the front of the cap centered between the bill and the top edge of the cap. Cadet enlisted members and NCOs will wear the subdued rank in the same manner.

4. ACUs – Men and Women:  The ACU (Army Combat Uniform,) is a digitally patterned camouflaged uniform.
a. The Army Combat Boot, Hot weather (Tan) or Temperate Weather (Tan), will not be shined.  They are to be clean and presentable.  The boots are laced diagonally with tan laces, with the excess lace tucked into the top of the boot under the bloused trousers, or wrapped around the top of the boot.

b. The moisture wicking tan T-shirt or cotton T-Shirt is worn underneath the coat and it is tucked inside the trousers at all times. 

c. A tan, gray, or black Two-Inch Rigger Belt will be worn with the ACU uniform.

d. Army Black or Green wool socks will be worn with the ACU uniform.

e. The ACU Coat has a zippered front closure, tilted chest pockets with hook and looped closure, hook and looped sleeve cuff closure, elbow pouches for inserts, and shoulder pockets with hook and loop (All of which will be fastened and Closed when worn.)  The Mandarin Collar will be normally worn in the down position.  Permanent Infrared Feedback Squares will be covered. Sleeves will be worn down at all times, and not rolled or cuffed.

f. ACU Trousers are to be worn tucked into the top of the boots or bloused using the draw strings.  When bloused, the trousers should not extend below the third eyelet from the top of the boot. Knee pouches, slanted cargo pockets, and calf storage pockets will be worn closed at all times. 
g. Soldiers WILL NOT STARCH The Army Combat Uniform under any circumstances.  The use of starch, sizing and any process that involves dry-cleaning or a steam press will adversely affected the treatments and durability of the uniform and is NOT AUTHORIZED.

· To clean, wash in cold water and mild detergent containing no optical brighteners or bleach. Tumble dry at low heat. Remove immediately from the dryer and fold flat or place on a rustproof hanger.  If Drip Dry method is used, do not wring or twist. 
h. The Green Terror Battalion Patch is centered on the hook and loop-faced pad, already provided on the right sleeve of the ACU coat. In the same manor, the Cadet Command Leadership patch will be worn on the left sleeve.
i. Last Name/U.S. Army Tapes, have a hook and loop-faced pad, and are worn immediately above and parallel with the top of the slanted chest pocket flaps. The U.S. Army tape goes above the left breast pocket, and the name tape goes above the right.

j. The U.S. Flag Insignia is worn on the right shoulder pocket flap of the ACU Coat.

k. Subdued qualification badges (airborne, air assault, etc…) are worn ¼ inches above the U.S. Army tape.
l. The ACU Patrol Cap will be worn straight on the head so that the cap band creates a straight line around the head, parallel to the ground. The patrol cap will fit snugly and comfortable. It is worn so that no hair is visible on the forehead beneath the cap.

m. ROTC rank will be worn directly on top of the hook and loop-faced pad already provided and centered on the ACU coat.

n. Cadet Officers will wear non-subdued insignia of rank on the front of the cap centered between the bill and the top edge of the cap. Cadet enlisted members and NCOs will wear the subdued rank in the same manner.  The Last Name Tape will be worn centered on the hook and loop-faced pad on the rear of the ACU Patrol Cap.

5. Class A Uniform – Men: The uniform consists of low quarter shoes, black dress socks, green trousers, belt with brass buckle, long or short sleeve green shirt, necktie, coat, and garrison cap.
a. Shoes will be highly shined.
b. Trousers and jackets will be cleaned and pressed.
c. All brass insignia and belt buckles will be highly polished.
d. The necktie will be worn in an overhand slipknot, pulled snugly against the collar at all times.
e. The sleeves of the long sleeve shirt will not be rolled.
f. The jacket will be worn buttoned at all times.
g. The nameplate will be worn centered on the top right breast pocket flap between the top of the pocket and the top of the button.
h. The Green Terror patch sewn centered on the right sleeve ½ inch below the top of the shoulder seam. The Cadet Command leadership patch will be sewn on the left sleeve ½ inch from the top of the shoulder seam. If the Ranger Challenge patch is worn, the top of the Cadet Command patch will touch the bottom of the tab.
i. Ribbons will be worn centered and 1/8 above the top left pocket. The order of precedence will be observed and no more than 3 ribbons will be worn in one row.
j. The RECONDO award will be worn on the left breast pocket centered between the bottom of the pocket and the bottom of the flap.
6. Class A Uniform – Women: The classic uniform consists of low quarter shoes (or pumps as an option), black socks or neutral colored hose, slacks or skirt, long or short sleeve green shirt, neck tab, coat and garrison tab.

a. Shoes will be highly polished.

b. Skirts, slacks, and jackets will be clean, pressed and properly tailored.

c. Black socks may be worn with the low quarter shoes and slacks combination. Stockings will be sheer or semi-sheer without seams and of flesh tones complimentary to the wearer of the uniform. Patterns and pastels are not authorized.

d. Skirts will be hemmed between 1 inch above and 2 inches below the bend of the knee.

e. The sleeves of the long sleeve shirt will not be rolled.

f. All brass insignia and belt buckles will be highly polished.
g. The jacket will be worn buttoned at all times.

h. The nameplate will be worn between 1-2 inches above the top of the top button centered horizontally on the wearer’s right side. The nameplate may be adjusted to conform to individual figure differences.

i. The Green Terror patch is sewn centered on the right sleeve ½ inch below the top of the shoulder seam. The Cadet Command leadership patch is sewn on the left sleeve ½ inch from the top of the shoulder seam. If the Ranger Challenge patch is worn, the top of the Cadet Command patch will touch the bottom of the tab.
j. Ribbons will be worn centered and 1/8 above the top left pocket. The order of precedence will be observed and no more than 3 ribbons will be worn in one row.
k. The RECONDO award is worn on the left breast pocket centered between the bottom of the pocket and the bottom of the flap.
l. Rank, insignia, and crests are worn as shown in the illustrations.
7. Optional Items
a. Women may only carry handbags. Handbags will be black in color.

b. Male Cadets in uniform will not carry umbrellas. Female Cadets may carry a black, commercially designed umbrella when wearing the Class A uniform. Umbrellas will not be carried when wearing the BDU uniform.

Staff Organization

· Commands and controls the battalion

Battalion Personnel Officer (S-1):

· Monitors unit strength and reports attendance to the cadre
· Supervises morale support activities including recreational and fitness activities
· Supervises award programs
· Supervises administration of discipline
· Advises the commander on personnel and administrative policies
Battalion Operations Officer (S-3):

· Prepares monthly/weekly training meeting schedules
· Develops Mission Essential Task List (METL)
· Supervises the execution of training
· Determines requirements and priorities for the allocation of resources
· Prepares, coordinates, authenticates, publishes, and distributes WARNOS and FRAGOS
· Compiles training records and reports, such as After Action Reviews (AARs)
Battalion Logistics Officer (S-4):

· Coordinates the use of all classes of supply

· Determines maintenance requirements

· Coordinates transportation

· Coordinates the distribution of TA-50 and personal clothing

· Coordinates field sanitation

Battalion Civil-Military Operations Officer (S-5):

· Coordinates with nonmilitary agencies 
· Plans recruiting and retention efforts
· Executes recruiting tables
· Coordinates community activities
· Maintains battalion website
· Takes pictures during training events
Company Commander:
· Commands and controls the company

· Executes tactical officer/NCO instructions

· Executes the daily training plan

· Exercises command through the chain of command

· Inspects and follows-up on instructions

STDs, Safe Sex, Alcohol, Drugs, and Date Rape

STDs and Safe Sex:

· If you where born from uninfected parents and abstain from sex your chances of acquiring a sexually transmitted disease is remote. You should not feel pressured to have sex if you do not want to.
· You can have an active sex life if you are careful when selecting your partners. The most important factor is familiarity with your partner with whom you have a monogamous relationship.
· Risk of contracting an STD is greatly increased by having sex with a casual acquaintance. If he or she is having casual sex with you, he or she has probably done so with others, some of whom may have contracted an STD.
· After unprotected sex with a casual partner, seek medical examination before further sexual activity. It is important to remember that infection in both men and women may not show symptoms. Freedom from symptoms is an unreliable guide to freedom from infection.
· Use of a condom greatly reduces the risk of passing on infection to either partner and may helps to avoid pregnancy
Alcohol and Drugs:

· Consuming alcohol, an addictive sedating drug, can pose serious health risks to the individual. Because of its “downer” effect on the central nervous system, alcohol contributes to automobile accidents, drownings, and suicides.

· Even before drinkers reach the addiction stage, serious diseases can result in heart attacks and strokes; alcoholic hepatitis and cirrhosis of the liver, ulcers, colitis and irritable colon, impotence and infertility; premature aging, diminished immunity to disease, sleep disturbances, and birth defects.

· The loss of control that comes with alcohol consumption can precipitate behaviors that pose health risks, such as acquaintance rape, unwanted pregnancy, and sexually transmitted diseases, including AIDS.

· Alcohol needs to be consumed in moderation and never by underage individuals.
· Other drugs also cause serious health problems for the user. Marijuana use is up to four times more likely to contribute to chronic lung disease and cancer than cigarette smoking. The immune response is affected, as are memory, perception, judgment, and motor skills
· Cocaine, one of the most addictive drugs, is unpredictable in the response it elicits with any given use. A strong stimulant to the nervous system, cocaine accelerates the heart rate while constricting blood vessels, thereby creating the likely potential for seizures, cardiac and respiratory arrest, or stroke.
· Illicit intravenous drugs also increase the risk of exposure to HIV infection and other infections, such as serum hepatitis, cardiac infection, and abscesses if contaminated needles are used.
Date Rape:

· Alcohol abuse greatly increases date rape.
· Safety in numbers is always good advice when going out.
· Don’t let yourself be alone with individuals you don’t trust.
· Report acts of date rape to Campus/Public Safety or Residence Life Staff.
· Communicate the message that “No” means “No” and “Yes” means “Yes.” Trust your feelings and know the difference
· Accept someone’s decision to say no. Do not see it as a challenge.
· Individuals should be aware of so-called “date rape drugs” such as GHB, or liquid X, that can be put into a drink. The most common form of this drug is a clear liquid, although it can also be in a powdered form.
· The effects of date rape drugs include drowsiness, nausea, vomiting, headaches, dizziness, coma, and death.
· If date rape does occur get help. 
Suicide Prevention:

Signs of Suicide Risk:

· Appearance and attitude: sad, tearful, poor sleep, poor appetite, hopelessness
· Threatens suicide
· Talks about wanting to die
· Shows changes in behavior, appearance, or mood
· Drug or alcohol abuse
· Has recently experienced significant loss
· Deliberately injures self
· Giving away possessions
· Recent break-up in a relationship
What to do:

· Don’t be afraid to ask, “Are you thinking about hurting yourself?”
· Intervene immediately 
· Don’t keep it a secret
