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Registering:  Alerts of Funding Opportunities

Given the wealth of disciplines and funding opportunities, the ideal way to find the best grants for yourself is to register for an RSS feed or email alerts for grant announcements in your area of expertise. As soon as a grant opportunity is announced, Grants.gov will send it directly to your RSS feed or to your email.

Grants.gov is the single, online portal for all 26 federal agencies to announce funding opportunities, so by registering for alerts you can be sure to receive notice of any federal funding opportunity that would be a good fit for you. 
There are two ways to receive alerts: (1) you can register for “Email Notices Based on Advanced Criteria,” or (2) you can subscribe to an “RSS Feed” that allows you to scan headlines from a number of news sources in a central location (the current version of Firefox has a built in RSS reader).
To register, simply go to www.grants.gov, and from left menu, select “Find Grant Opportunities,” and then from the bottom of main page, select “Subscriptions.”  The instructions are straightforward from there.
