Guidelines for The Griswold-Zepp Award in Volunteerism

What is the Griswold-Zepp Award?

The Griswold Zepp Award was established to honor Earl Griswold and Ira Zepp, long-time faculty advisors for SOS/Hinge, community service and volunteerism groups on campus in the 1960-70’s. This Award is funded by a gift from SOS/Hinge alumni. The award selection process will focus on the project most strongly exemplifying the true spirit of volunteerism and community service. Recipients of the award may carry out projects during the normal semesters, January Term, or the summer months – award money must be used by June 15th, 2012. Any unused monies must be returned to the scholarship fund. 

The primary purpose of this award is to provide support for proposed volunteer experiences of McDaniel students, addressing the needs of local, regional, national or worldwide communities. An emphasis, in the selection process, will be placed on projects where the students work directly with the populations identified in the proposal.
The major focus of each application should answer the question: How will this award help me become a volunteer in a meaningful social service/action project? The selection committee is interested in supporting relevant social service organizations as well as innovative proposals by students. Who can apply?

Any full-time McDaniel College undergraduate in general good standing (2.0 over all GPA).
